To participate in the program, simply take this
printed page on your next shopping trip and have
the cashier scan it at the beginning of the order.

Below are a few frequently asked questions of the
program:

Can a household “link’ their Kroger Plus
Card to more than one organization at a
time?

No, the system allows for one organization per
household.To change organizations, you must
present your KrogerPlus Card and the new
organization’s barcode to the cashier.

Do | have to enroll each program year?

Yes, all organization’s and participants must re-

enroll for each new enrollment period.The current
Neighbor to Neighbor Program is effective May |,2008
to April 30, 2009.

Do | have to scan the organization letter each
time | shop?

No, once the barcode is scanned with your plus card,
you are enrolled for the remainder of the program
year, ending on April 30, 2009.

How much can my organization earn?

The Kroger Neighbor to Neighbor Donation Program
will donate $1 million annually. Each organization

will earn a percentage of the $| million equal to the
percentage of total earned contributions attributable
to that organization.

The Pastoral Care Ministers officially began their ministry
this month.They will begin to make contact with their flock
list to make congregants aware of their availability. As our
ministry grows the goal is to reach out to every person in
our expanding community of faith.In the meantime,Pastoral
Care Ministers are available to pray with and encourage
anyone who would like to receive ministry. If you have not
yet been contacted directly, but would like someone to talk
or pray with you, please email or give us a call.
