In order to facilitate this goal, 20 people
have been trained and commissioned to care for our
congregation.

At the conclusion of their training these ministers
began developing flock care lists. The Pastoral Care
Ministers are committed to praying regularly for the
people on their flocklist,to beingavailable to assist them
in appropriate ways, and to contacting the members of
their flock regularly to encourage them.

The Pastoral Care Ministers officially began their
ministry this month. They will begin to make contact
with their flock list to make congregants aware of their
availability. As our ministry grows the goal is to reach
outto every personin our expanding community of faith.
In the meantime, Pastoral Care Ministers are available
to pray with and encourage anyone who would like to
receive ministry.
